Studied the Impacts of Various Roadway Improvements  
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Financial Resources Analysis

• Includes both future capital investments in transportation 
infrastructure and operating and maintenance expenses  

• Used to prioritize future roadway and transit investments in a 
‘constrained’ scenario

• Principal federal, state, and local funding programs that 
support transportation investment reviewed and projected 
through 2035

• Review includes revenue from following sources:
– Federal funding programs for highways
– Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) funding programs and 

revenue estimates
– Gas tax revenues and transportation impact fees
– 2008 FDOT Revenue Estimating Handbook
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Goals, Objectives, and Policies

Differences Between the 2030 GOP’s and the 2035 GOP’s

• Many GOP’s Derived from the 
2030 Goals, Objectives, and Policies

• 2035 GOP’s Revised to Recognize:
– Changes in the economy;

– Revised population and traffic volume projections;

– New federal and state requirements to include strategies to reduce 
greenhouse gas emissions and address energy-efficient land use patterns;

– The stronger infill and corridor redevelopment component of the 2035 
RLRTP.

• Consolidated the 2030 Martin GOP’s, St. Lucie GOP’s, and the Joint MPO/TPO 
GOP’s into one set of 2035 Regional Goals, Objectives, and Policies.
